2.1.1. [April 19] LGS debris spill - ACTION: Setter will ask about the debris strategies at each dam and provide a list to FPOM.  List was provided at May FPOM mtg, reps will bring any discussion to June FPOM

2.3.1. [April 19] BON PIT room relocation – Hausmann will get a cost estimate. Hausmann said the project is now looking at the using the count station at the UMT to hold the PIT equipment with the new antenna system. Using the count station is much cheaper than a new building. The count station is only used when CI exit is open and it is video counting. The next time it will be dewatered is winter 20/21.  
2.3.2. [July 18] SLEDS Extensions - ACTION: Hausmann will look into the feasibility of modifying the SLEDs. Status: Hausmann had hoped to get a ball park estimate from the FOG bulkheads but the method of cost per pound of steel doesn’t work in this case. Engineering will need to make a cost estimate.  Status: The cost is ~$3K per foot of height of the SLED. PH2 would cost ~ $120K. Hausmann thought 10’ would be necessary to add to the current SLED. Conder wants to wait until it is a problem. Lorz suggests talking to Chane about CRFM funding. VanDyke asked if one entrance is a higher priority than another but Conder didn’t think there was any evidence to indicate sea lions prefer a certain entrance. Conder asked if it was possible to lift the SLED up and dog it with middle section open. Hausmann said it might be possible but there is only one dog location and it may not be helpful. Mackey thought leaving an open section would be easier for sea lions than increasing the height. Mackey said that the SLED extension could be submitted for the next budget cycle.
