SUBJECT: 23BON016 MFR PH2 Fish Unit 1 Outage

On the morning of 13 April, at 0419, Fish Unit 1 (F1) alarmed with a DC ground. F1 was forced out of service. Upon investigation, a grease line was found to have a water leak, causing water to ground electrical components of F1. Repairs are underway.

Washington Shore Fishway was placed into single fish unit ops, as described in FPP Table BON-12, to maintain proper fishway entrance differentials (1.0’-2.0’).  BON Project Fisheries and Operations monitored fishway conditions closely during this operation.  

F1 returned to service at 1506 on 17 April.
