Action items from previous meetings
BON2 control section redesign PDT will provide a presentation, focused on the proposed timeline for construction within the 2024-2025 IWW at an upcoming FFDRWG, when a Contractor is chosen and their schedule can be shared (September??).
[bookmark: _Hlk173349920]BON1 PIT Detection PDT will provide a presentation of the latest design iteration at the next FFDRWG.
FFDRWG requested an update on the new McNary turbine design (T. Lorz, email 6/21) at an upcoming meeting.  The failure with the MGR at Bonneville 1 raises concerns.  These were installed late 90's forward and they have now all failed in some way.  Do the new turbine designs have similar weak points and have people looked at the failures in the MGR to see if similar issue may arise with the new turbines?  Also, what happened to the program to move to more environmentally friendly fluids, the MGR are still petroleum based?
Jake will schedule a Webex call for interested FFDRWG and FPOM participants with relevant experience to help CRITFC/Tribes develop a video monitoring plan for when the floating lamprey collector prototype is being tested at The Dalles Dam.

BON2 control section redesign PDT will provide a presentation, focused on the proposed timeline for construction within the 2024-2025 IWW.
JM: Adam White gave a briefing on this project to the Bonneville Rangers yesterday.  Adam confirmed in that presentation that the Design Team developed an implementable construction schedule and made it a hard constraint in the Contract bidding process.  We received multiple bids, so multiple Contractors apparently agree with the Design Team that it is implementable.  The Contractor’s detailed construction schedule will be made available for FFDRWG review as soon as a Contractor is chosen.  Approximately one month from now.  
PSMFC: moving ahead on schedule with PIT antenna design with support from BPA.
ACTION: Jake Macdonald will post “B2 Lamprey – Plans for Advertisement.pdf” to FFDRWG website.
NWP TDA adult lamprey passage improvements – Erin Kovalchuk (PM), Adam White (TL), Jake Macdonald (FFDRWG)
USACE Fish Field Unit began trap and haul of lamprey on Monday, hauled 9 fish on day 1, 26 fish on day 2.  Lamprey are being released at Avery Park.
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KF: Any genetic or biometric testing of hauled fish?  No. We are scanning for PIT tags, but minimizing handling during the passage process.

Plumbing issues.  Will be resolved soon.
NWP BON1 PIT Detection – Mark Bierman (PM), Jeanette Flemmer (FFDRWG)
Gordy AxelPSMFC 
PSMFC team provided a presentation of the latest design iteration.
Front and side view of the detection fields (yellow blobs).  Front view is deceiving, side view shows complete coverage of the water column.
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Location of gate 1B along the powerhouse.
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GB: expecting a boost in overall BON detections of about 0.8%, according to the 2018 alternatives analysis.
CM: Applications for McNary?  GB: May be possible to design something for McNary gates.  Development and design would take several years.
TC: Any plans for Didson or other monitoring to validate detection efficiency?
TL: When will it be installed?  GB: planning for this winter.
GB: This will be the only year-round juvenile PIT detector in the whole system.
CA: What is the maintenance tail going to be for these antennas?  SL: Very little maintenance, if any.  
ML: antenna will be installed on a spare weir and swapped out in less than a day.
ML: showed all the rounded corners and other fish passage features.
