G. Fredricks: Point is- data on both sides for adults, not enough information to determine if there is a problem for juveniles. Remember Little Goose… 
M. Zyndol: we are encouraging people to look closer. 
G. Fredricks: it’s an AFEP program; we should follow the channels we normally do. If we don’t have the full report, a letter report from Normandeau would work, and then we have something in our hands to look at. 
T. Lorz: will a change affect lamprey? 
FPOM prefers keeping the soft constraint until the data indicate otherwise. This data should be presented in the form of a letter report or a final study report.
