Robert,

This is to inform you of a mortality of an adult spring chinook salmon associated with tagging activities for the lower Columbia River Adult Salmon and Steelhead Passage Project listed under Research Action 994 (Dr. Ted Bjornn, University of Idaho) in the 2000 Hydrosystem Biological Opinion.  

This was hatchery fish (adipose fin-clipped) that was PIT tagged as a smolt in 1999 at Rock Island Dam.  It is unknown from which hatchery it originated.  

The adult fish was collected at Bonneville Dam Adult Fish Facility yesterday (3 May 2001), anesthetized, outfitted with a radio transmitter and placed in transport tank.  When checked on later, it appeared to have not adequately recovered from the anesthesia.  

Attempts were made to recover the fish for almost an hour before it expired.  There was no noticeable injuries or trauma noted while handling the fish.  The carcass was returned to the Columbia River.
