SUBJECT:  12BON29 MFR Juvenile Chinook mortality at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF)
On 24 July, CRITFC researchers contacted Project Fisheries to report a dead “mini-jack” Chinook found in the anesthetic tank. Researchers report that the fish slipped into the anesthetic tank with another fish and was not discovered until another load of fish were cycled through the tank.  The fish likely died from being in the anesthetic tank for too long. The mortality was released to the tailrace.  Information collected is provided below:
A. Species – Chinook (Oncorhynchus tshawytscha)
B. Origin – Adipose clipped
C. Length – 21.5 cm
D. Marks and tags – None
E. Marks and Injuries found on carcass – No injuries found

F. Cause and Time of Death – Unknown, 24 July 2012
G. Future and Preventative Measures – Modification of sample tank to replace net bottom
